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Pitch Type Length: Bowling:

Grass or artificial surface can be used

18 meters pitch length (stumps to stumps)

Player Numbers:

9 players per team

Overs Per Team:

40 overs maximum per team to be bowled (240 balls
based on no extras being bowled)

Time:

330 minutes (Game can be completed in 5.5 hours)

Boundaries:

A maximum of 45 meters, taking the measurement from
the middle of the pitch

The bowling will take place in 5 over allotments from one end
and then swap for the next 5 overs at the other end.

Bowling directives for bowlers;
Players are to have the following compulsory maximum over
fotals:

20 overs cricket - 4 overs per game, 30 overs for tournaments

30 overs cricket - 5 overs per game, 4 over spells, 30 overs for
fournament

40 overs cricket - 8 overs per game, 4 over spells, 30 over for
tfournament

Tournaments are those of 3 days or longer in length
All overs are 6 ball overs with a maximum of 8 balls if extras
are required to be bowled.

Run ups for bowlers should not exceed more than
15 meters (from the stumps)

Fielding:

Batting:
Batters must face a minimum of 6 balls (after the 6 balls
all dismissals apply) this is negotiable and can be used

No fielder is to be within 10 meters of the striking batter or
another fielder to encourage more singles and safety

by associations if they wish Dismissals: associations may choose what dismissals to use

Compulsory retirement for batters; 20 overs cricket-

30 balls max, 30 overs cricket- 45 balls max, 40 overs
cricket- 60 balls max. Retired batters can return after all
other batters have batted

If a batter is dismissed during his/her first 6 balls and

All dismissals apply

Major Associations have the option to have additional
consequences for wickets e.g. If a batter gets out within their
minimum 6 balls. The batters simply change ends, and the
agreed consequence for the dismissal can be applied
